Bea Nettles (born 1946)
Bea Nettles is a fine art photographer and author. She studied painting and printmaking as an 
undergraduate at the University of Florida and earned a master's degree in painting from the University 
of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign in 1970. Nettles taught photography and artists' books from 1970-2007 
at Rochester Institute of Technology, Tyler School of Art, and the University of Illinois. She creates semi-
autobiographical works with themes related family relationships woven together with mythology and 
natural history, and often in dream-like juxtapositions.
