This collection consists of materials formerly classed as MS Vault Shelves Curtius, MS Vault Curtius,
Z111121, and Z111 O171. In 2013, the collection received a baseline level of processing, including rehousing
and minimal organization. Most folder titles were transcribed from original portfolios, while some were
assigned by Library staff. Labels and annotations on original portfolios were photocopied, and most
original portfolios were discarded. Folder titles were not verified against contents.
